In the
Open Division only, the top 2 places will be locked in after Round 12, and the 2
finalists will playoff to determine the champion and runner-up on Sunday
morning concurrent with Rounds 13-16 of the regular tournament. This best-of-
4 final match will determine 15t and 2nd place for prize purposes, even if another
player finishes with a better overall record. There will be no carryover for the finals
except that the player in 15t position after 12 rounds wins if the match ends at 2-2 +0. The
Gibson rule will be used, if necessary, in the final rounds and/or in determining the finalists.
