This includes Brendon’s Supra,
which was covered with autographed by pilots from around
the world.

I walked up to Bruce and asked if
anyone can fly in the contest. He was
shocked to say the least. | had not seen
Bruce since 1987.

Bruce and | had worked together
outside of the club when I lived in
Moscow, where the Orrin Crooks
Memorial had been held.

At the contest on Saturday morning it
was cold, 50-60 degrees, with the wind
out of the north east at what | would
guess was 10-15 mph.

You
could say | was coming in cold and it
had nothing to do with the weather.

After getting ready to fly I walked
around and realized there were many
familiar faces still flying, Dave Johnson,
Frank Smith, Kirby Parker, John Burke,
Ray Cooper, Guy Russo, and Robin
Kirkpatrick to name a few. These guys
were flying when | left and except for
maybe a few more gray hairs were
much the same.

As the contest proceeded it got warmer
and the winds left off a little. I quit
shaking after the first round. This was
the first time | had seen the Hunski
landing system. What a great way

to get novices landing points and to
encourage new pilots to try a contest.
After the last round on Saturday | was
wiped out but had had so much fun

I could not wait until Sunday to start
flying again.

On Sunday the wind was out of the
south west. We had to move the
winches and went old school simply
using landing lines. As the day went on
the wind changed again and come out
of the west. Then in the afternoon it
clouded over. The contest ended mid-
afternoon with it not ever getting very
warm.
